Horton Hears a Narcissist


In a world that's mostly rude, how does one effectively handle the mass of discourteous people? It's a problem that everyone whose "mama raised 'em right," deals with almost daily.

Living in Parker County, I feel pretty insulated from the lion's share of the bad behavior of the rude, angry throngs that are indicative of the rest of the world. Let's face it, most people who live in Parker County are here because they want to live and raise their children in a kinder, gentler community.

Do you find yourself wanting to summon your mother to deal with the Rudies, so she could deal with them the way she dealt with you whenever you were a smart-mouthed preteen and you "copped an attitude," used "Barn-Talk," or "smarted off?" I do — often.

I find myself envisioning my tiny mother (she was 4 feet, 11 inches tall) attacking the Rudies and washing out their mouths with soap.

At the moment, the Rudie I'd most like to see my mom deal with is Cambridgeport, Massachusetts, Librarian Liz Phipps Soeiro. Until a couple of months ago, most of us were blissfully oblivious to the existence of Ms. Soeiro. That all changed in early September when First Lady Melania Trump donated a collection of Dr. Seuss books to public school libraries across the nation in celebration of National Read a Book Day. One public school in each state was chosen to receive the gift of 10 books, including "The Cat in the Hat," "One Fish, Two Fish, Red Fish, Blue Fish," "Oh, the Places You'll Co!" and "Green Eggs and Ham."

Most of the librarians working for schools selected to receive the books were gracious and appreciative. I'm guessing that most of them wrote some sort of thank-you note.

The books Ms. Trump donated were classic, funny, inspiring, and best of all, free of charge. What elementary school librarian wouldn't want that collection? Apparently, Ms. Soeiro. She not only sent the books back, she chose to use the opportunity to send a rude, scathing letter back to the First Lady, that read:

"...and then there's the matter of the books themselves. You may not be aware of this, but Dr. Seuss is a bit of a cliche, a tired and worn ambassador for children's literature."

All the decorations seemed to have a Dr. Seuss theme. She was smiling broadly, standing next to a similarly-dressed young man, whom I assumed he was also a staff member.

The words, Horton Hears a Hypocrite comes to mind.

I've concluded that all this fuss was probably not about how "racist" Green Eggs and Ham is, nor is it about Dr. Seuss being cliche. I may be wrong. I have been wrong in the past. I believe that the whole fuss is about Ms. Soeiro wanting to use this opportunity to carve out her 15 minutes of fame by piling onto the Trump-bashing bandwagon.

"Another fact that many people are unaware of is that Dr. Seuss's illustrations are steeped in racist propaganda, caricatures, and harmful stereotypes," wrote Ms. Soeiro, giving examples of 'If I Ran a Zoo’ and ‘And to Think That I Saw It on Mulberry Street' as clear 'racist mockery' in Seuss' art.

"My students have access to a school library with over nine thousand volumes and a librarian with a graduate degree in library science."

What would I like to say to the self- aggrandizing librarian is this, "Parading your appallingly bad manners is fine and dandy, if that's what rings your bells, Ms. Soeiro, you, pompous windbag, but don't do it while you're on the taxpayers' clock and don't go online and blog about it. If you want to make a horse's behind out of yourself, that's your prerogative, but don't do it while wearing your school district's banner."

If I were her superintendent, I'd fire her rude, ungrateful, supercilious rear-end and hire someone who cares more about encouraging students to read than about self-promotion.

Where Do I File My Lawsuit?

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Have you ever wondered why a lawsuit is brought in a particular court or county? You are not alone. These are complex issues that must be carefully considered. This article provides an overview of two concepts that affect every lawsuit: jurisdiction and venue.

Jurisdiction

Jurisdiction determines whether a particular court may hear, and ultimately decide, a particular dispute. Several types of trial courts exist in Texas: district courts, county courts, justice courts (i.e. Justice of the Peace), and various other courts created by the Texas legislature. The "amount in controversy" (i.e. the amount of money in dispute) is often the determining factor for which court will have jurisdiction over a lawsuit.

District courts are the primary trial courts in Texas. The amount in controversy must exceed $500 for jurisdiction to apply. Parker County has two district courts: the 43rd District Court (Judge Craig Towson) and the 415th District Court (Judge Graham Quisenberry).

Texas has two types of county courts: Constitutional County Courts and County Courts at Law. The Constitutional County Court is created by the Texas Constitution and serves as the office of the county's chief administrator. Judge Mark Riley presides over the Constitutional County Court of Parker County. County Courts at Law are created by the legislature and have concurrent jurisdiction with justice courts and district courts depending on the amount in controversy. Probate jurisdiction with district courts and county courts can be quite complex. Parker County has two county courts at law: County Court at Law #1 (Judge Jerry Buckner) and County Court at Law #2 (Judge Lynn Marie Johnson).

Justice courts have jurisdiction over small claims, debt claims, and eviction claims. The amount in controversy cannot exceed $10,000, and these courts have original jurisdiction for claims less than $200.

Specialized courts such as probate, juvenile, or family courts often have concurrent jurisdiction with district or county courts.

When out of state parties are involved in lawsuits in Texas, other jurisdictional issues must also be considered. Texas courts may not have jurisdiction over out of state parties if those parties have had little or no contact with Texas. And, if a Texas company or individual is sued in another state, those courts may not have jurisdiction if the Texas company or individual has had little contact with the other state. These types of jurisdictional issues must be promptly raised or they may be waived.

Venue

Determining whether a lawsuit may be filed in a particular county is a question of venue. Lawsuits must be brought in the correct county, and this determination is governed by the concepts of general, permissive, and mandatory venue. However, if a lawsuit is filed in an incorrect county, the defendant must timely object to the incorrect venue. If a timely objection to the incorrect venue is not asserted, the lawsuit will remain in the county where it was originally filed.

The general venue rule states that a suit may be filed in one of the following counties: (1) the county where all or a substantial part of the events giving rise to the claim occurred; (2) the county of the defendant's residence when the cause of action accrued (if the defendant is a natural person); (3) the county of the defendant's principal office in Texas (if the defendant is not a natural person); or (4) in the county where the plaintiff resided when the cause of action accrued, if no other provision applies.

In addition to the general venue rule, certain "permissive venue" options exist in situations where there is no mandatory venue. Examples include suits against executors, administrators, guardians; breach of warranty claims; and claims based on written contracts.

Based on the type of claim(s) involved, "mandatory venue" may exist, which requires the lawsuit to be filed in a specific county. For example, suits involving a title dispute to real property must be filed in the county where the land is located. If there is mandatory venue in one county and general or permissive venue in another, the mandatory venue provision controls.

Whether you or your business has just been sued or you think that you or your business may have a claim, it is critically important to consult with an attorney about jurisdiction and venue.

"Paxton was so helpful. He jumped right in and was so hands-on with everything. We were such a good team and planned every event together," she said.

Beck (and Lanning) worked hard the eight weeks she raised money for Stars and Strides. She said it was hard in the beginning because Hurricane Harvey and Hurricane Irma attracted the attention and money of charity givers. After the dust settled, Beck was able to start raising money by holding numerous events. From a two-day concert in the square to a golf tournament, Beck made sure that she used every opportunity to raise money.

She also used her connections in the real estate world (Beck is a realtor for Briggs Freeman Sotheby's) to raise money during the event.

"Most of the tables I sold were through the title companies and companies I had supported in the past. They were able to give back and supported me by either buying tables or playing golf in the tournament," she said. "It was fun to get out here and get creative and raise money.

I met so many awesome people throughout this whole process, and it truly was a humbling experience."

Her most humbling and favorite thing about this experience was the kids.

"They were awesome and so much fun. They always had a smile on their faces. It was amazing to watch a girl get out of a wheelchair and get on top of a horse. No matter what the disability, they were always smiling ear to ear."

really good at it and won three national championships, including UHA disability competitions and several others. For the Millers, seeing their daughter compete and succeed on horseback meant the world to them.

After seeing the impact the therapy had on Courtney's life, they wanted to share that opportunity with other kids and created Stars and Strides. Even though they bless the adults and children who go through their program, the Millers feel that they receive the greatest blessing of all when they see a student make progress. Those blessings fill the Millers with a joy that they find difficult to put into g words.

"We enjoy seeing the progress that our riders make, and it's a greater blessing to us to see the riders achieve things that they would never have been able to achieve," said David. "It's about what we do and the joy it brings to the riders and families who get to watch their kids get on horseback, [kids] who spend their entire lives in a wheelchair."

Stars and Strides believes in the therapeutic power of the horse, allowing students of all ages and ability levels to benefit from riding and working with the horses at their center. Every rider who comes through their program is a star to the Millers and they reach great strides in their lives through the power of the horse, hence the name Stars and Strides. All their 13 horses are retired show horses that have experience in all classes. The goal is for every rider who comes through the program to be able to ride independently as soon and as safely as possible. This brings joy not only to the riders, but to their parents who get to see their children compete like other kids.

"When they get on a horse, their whole outlook changes and they get excited. I've sat with parents [who] cry in the stands when their kids are showing because they had never been able to see what their kids have accomplished on a horse in arenas. For me, that's a greater blessing than anything else we do," David said.

Places of Parker County Past

Pulling a fast one on sin; a pretty girl's name; and a heroic Knight — Garner and Adell... and a bit more

GARNER

Like many other frontier communities, Garner, located 14 miles northwest of the county seat on FM 113, put down tenuous roots in a hard land. In the mid-1850s when West Parker County settlement began, hostile Indians were still very much a part of the frontier equation. Settlers put up cabins in clearings fringed by blackjack timber and kept a rifle at the ready to fend off, hopefully kill, Comanche or Kiowa raiders trailing through the area.

Some 20 families set up housekeeping in the wild place and by 1877 had built a church and named the place Trapp(e) Spring. (The site was located in the John C. Trappe Survey.)

During the 1880s the community grew up about a half-mile from the original site, and in 1890, the Government granted the town's petition for a post office.

The name Trappe Spring, didn't cut it with the Postal Service, so, in recognition of a local cotton gin operator's prominence, townsfolk chose the name "Garner." (The man was not named "Garner," but "Bumgarner," C.B. Bumgarner. It's a guess as to why they dropped the "Bum."

Once the tracks of the Weatherford, Mineral Wells & Northwestern Railway reached Garner, up until then a church and school center, the town developed into a retail hub and shipping point. But it never amounted to much, numbers-wise ... unless you count 42.

William A. Thomas, 12, and Walter Earl, 14, of Garner (Trappe Spring), reportedly came up with the popular domino game "42." Here's how it goes: In 1887, William and Walter were caught red-handed# playing cards in a hayloft, and their devout Baptist parents were not amused; they took a dim view of card playing, which to their mind was sinful and associated with gambling and likely strong drink and loose women.

The boys were chastised for the indiscretion but soon were working feverishly to figure out how to play cards without cards, by using dominoes. By fall they'd done it: created a four-player, trick-taking domino game with bidding and trumps. The boys' folks cottoned to dominoes, presumably a more godly gaming medium than cards, and thought the new game a splendid idea. To say, "the dot-counting game caught on," would be an understatement. Today it is referred to as "The National Game of Texas."

While Garner is well known for its contribution to the world of gaming, it is also remembered for a war hero who called it home, one Jack Llewellyn Knight. The Medal of Honor recipient, born in 1917 on a farm four miles north of Garner, graduated from Garner High School and in 1938 from Weatherford Junior College. During World War II, he and his brothers enlisted in Troop F, 124th Calvary, in Mineral Wells. The Texas National Guard unit was called up in 1940 and posted to India, given the task of opening a road between India and China — the Burma Road. During one of the last battles fought on the road, on Feb. 2, 1945, Knight distinguished himself on the field of battle.

According to the medal citation: "Lt. Jack Knight was leading his troop against heavy concentrations of enemy mortar, artillery, and small-arms fire. After taking the objective they encountered a nest of enemy pillboxes. Preceding his men he singlehandedly knocked out two pillboxes and killed the occupants in several foxholes before being blinded by a grenade. Jack's brother Curtis rushed to his aid but was himself struck down by a Japanese bullet.

Jack ordered his men to Curtis's aid, while he continued to lead the assault until he was mortally wounded. His gallantry was responsible for

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the elimination of most of the enemy opposition."

At Camp Wolters in June, on the 25th day, a general presented the Medal to Lieutenant Knight's father, Roy Knight. Jack is buried in a cemetery named for his great-grandfather, Holders Memorial Chapel Cemetery near Cool, not far from where he played as a boy and grew into the man whose selfless sense of duty exacted the ultimate sacrifice.

ADELL

Alexander Sanger thought his daughter the prettiest gal in late 19th-century Dallas; we're talking 1890. Likely because of his status as a "Big D" merchant — he owned the Sanger Mercantile Company in Dallas — his pretty girl was the namesake of a pretty little community here in Parker County: Adell.

Settlement of the site, now dissected by Farm Road 1885 some 12 miles northwest of Weatherford, began after the harrowing days of Indian attacks which ended in the 1870s after "Bad Hand" Mackenzie (Gen. Ranald Slidell Mackenzie) broke the back of indigenous resistance, forcing Comanches, Kiowas and others to walk the "White Man's Road."

By the late 1880s, Native Americans were well into their "new life" and for the most part bitterly disappointed by its stark realities.

Seeking arable land and adequate acreage for ranching, white settlers trickled into the Adell vicinity in the late 1880s, J.R. Fondren among them.

In 1889, Fondren founded the first business, a grocery store. Pretty Adell came into the picture the next year when Bentley B. Barton arrived from Denton County and figured there were enough folks scattered about to petition the government for a post office. As the story goes (at least one of them), Barton knew Sanger, who suggested the name Adell. With the Postal Service finding no fault with the name, in 1890 mail service began with Barton as postmaster and continued through May 14, 1904, when the government, that entity which can both "giveth and taketh away," decided it inexpedient to deliver mail to the small community and diverted it to the office at nearby Garner. Barton held the postal post four years. When the office closed, Orvil P.

Pyron had been postmaster but a few months.

One would think Barton enjoyed postal work, as in 1894 he established a community just north of Adell called "Advance" and served as postmaster there. Advance never really lived up to its name and the post office opened in '94 and closed in 1906, two years after Adell lost its office.

Adell truly is a "wide spot in the road," and a lovely one! The rolling countryside, which must have attracted the early settlers, makes for a fine drive, or, better yet, ride. The tiny town's population never exceeded 100. But there was a cotton gin, corn crusher and gristmill, and three churches and a school, all the trappings of rural life in early Texas.

Another little community in the area, Authon, popped up just south of Adell. First known as "Dry Creek," the fledgling town applied for a post office about 1879 under the name "Author." Some postal bureaucrat apparently misread the application and rendered it "Authon." (Well, how the blazes was he to know? There could have been someone named Authon living in Dry Creek.) It caused a little confusion and the post office did not open until October 1882. As rural post offices go, it lasted a good while, remaining open until May 14, 1904, when delivery of mail went to Garner. That's right, the same day Adell lost its mail to Garner. Consolidation, I think it's called. O #The phrase "caught red-handed" is a very common one, generally used to note that it's pointless to deny you did something, because the evidence speaks for itself. A child denies getting into the cookie jar while wearing a cookie-crumb mustache. A teen swears he's not been drinking when his hoppy breath belies the denial and a pull tab is still on his right index finger. The phrase's origin is quite descriptive of a particular situation: "It is a straightforward allusion to having blood on one's hands after the execution of a murder or a poaching session. The term originates, not from Northern Ireland, but from a country not so far from there, socially and geographically, that is, Scotland. An earlier form of 'redhanded', simply 'red hand', dates back to a usage in the Scottish Acts of Parliament of James I, 1432."

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Human papilloma virus (HPV) is the most common sexually transmitted infection (STI). HPV is so common that nearly all sexually active people get it at some point in their lives. There are over 100 different types of HPV. In most people, HPV is harmless and has no symptoms, but in some people certain types of virus may persist and lead to genital warts and cancers.

In Texas 9 out of every 100,000 women will get cervical cancer and an estimated 369 women will die this year from cervical cancer. In Texas, Blacks have the highest cervical cancer mortality rate, followed by Hispanics, and non-Hispanic Whites. Women in Texas-Mexico border counties have a 31 percent higher cervical cancer mortality rate than women in non-border counties.

But there are vaccines, such as Gardasil, that can stop these health problems from happening! The HPV vaccine is recommended for young women through age 26, and young men through age 21.

All kids, both sexes, who are 11 or 12 years old should get two shots of HPV vaccine six to twelve months apart. Adolescents who receive their two shots less than five months apart will require a third dose of HPV vaccine. If you are older than 14 years, three shots over 6 months is recommended.

Currently, it appears that the vaccines protect against HPV for at least 6 years. Studies suggest that the vaccines are effective at providing long-lasting protection. Additional studies need to be done to see how long vaccinated people remain immune and whether booster shots are needed.

As of 2013, only 38 percent of U.S. girls and 14 percent of boys aged 13 to 17 had received the recommended three doses of the HPV vaccine, according to a CDC survey. Even if you have already been infected with the type of HPV that causes genital warts, you can still protect yourself against the types that can cause cancer since you may not be infected with those types yet. If you get vaccinated now, it won’t protect your partner, though. But your partner can be vaccinated too.

Like any vaccine or medicine, HPV vaccines can cause side effects. The most common side effects are pain, redness, or swelling in the arm where the shot was given; dizziness, fainting, nausea, and headache. During June 2006-March 2014, after 67 million doses of the HPV vaccine, the Vaccine Adverse Event Reporting System (VAERS) received a total of 25,176 adverse event reports after HPV vaccination in the United States. Among these, 92.4% of the HPV4 reports were classified as nonserious.

Lastly, the impact of HPV goes beyond just women and cervical cancer. HPV- associated Head and Neck cancer, particularly in young men in their 40-50’s has become an epidemic!!!! 1 in 9 men have an oral HPV infection. Unlike the Pap smear for cervical cancer, there is currently not an early detection screening test for HPV-associated head and neck cancers. However, researchers are investigating tools such as oral rinses and fluorescent-based cameras to identify early lesions.

Why You Need to Stay Heart Smart During the Holidays

“I only eat like this around the holidays.”

“I don’t drink very often, but there are so many social functions this time of year.”

“I thought it was just heartburn. I didn’t want to make a fuss and ruin everyone’s good time.”

Any of these sound familiar? They do to virtually every ER doctor in the United States, some of whom coined the term “Christmas coronary” to describe the more than 30% increase in heart attacks and heart-related problems that occur in the winter — specifically on Christmas, the day after Christmas and on New Year's Day. Another name doctors use for this trend is holiday heart.

That's because many Americans celebrate the holidays with sudden binges of alcohol and food that puts added stress on weakened hearts. To make matters worse, they're more inclined at this time of year to ignore or mistake the warning signs of heart attack.

Heart disease is the leading cause of death for both men and women in the United States. Someone has a heart attack every 43 seconds. And holiday heart doesn't discriminate — the increase in heart incidents holds true across all ages and genders and can manifest in young people as dangerous heart rhythms. Left untreated, it can lead to more serious conditions, including atrial fibrillation (AFIB), stroke and diabetes.

6 stressors associated with holiday heart attacks:

□    Overindulging in alcoholic beverages, rich foods and higher salt consumption increases blood pressure and water retention, putting additional strain on the heart. So does the 1- 2 pounds (on average) Americans gain during the holidays.

□    Cold weather strains the heart by constricting blood vessels and increasing blood pressure and making blood clot more easily.

□    Sudden strenuous outdoor activity in extremely cold weather, such as shoveling ice and snow, trudging through snow drifts or sledding with the kids, causes a spike in demand on the heart.

□    Skipping or not taking medications on time can have dire consequences for people taking insulin or other medications for chronic conditions. Entertaining, social functions and travel can disrupt regular exercise and medication routines.

□    Greater emotional stress and disrupted sleep during the holidays can weaken the immune system, making you more susceptible to colds and flu. Serious infections and fever can damage the heart muscle.

□    Delaying treatment for symptoms of a heart attack so as not to disrupt holiday activities is never a good idea. Every second counts to save a life and prevent damage to heart tissue.

To reduce the risk of holiday heart attacks:

□    Keep calm. Manage emotional stress and avoid anger.

□    Stay well. Get a flu shot and wash hands frequently to prevent cold and flu.

□    Eat right. Avoid food and alcohol binges, and select healthier food choices to reduce sodium. Drink plenty of water.

□    Keep moving. Continue normal exercise routines to maintain cardiovascular health and ward off weight gain. When engaging in outdoor activities, dress warmly, go slowly, rest often and listen to any warning signs your body is providing.

□    Mind the time. Stay on schedule with prescription medications, and if traveling, be sure to carry enough for the trip (in original prescription bottles) plus a few extra in case of delays.

□    Stay warm. Dress in layers for the weather and avoid heavy physical exertion in the cold.

Know the symptoms of a heart attack and call 911 immediately if you experience:

□    Pain or discomfort in the chest, arms or shoulders.

□    Shortness of breath.

□    Feeling lightheaded, weak or faint.

□    Heartburn, nausea or vomiting.

□    Unusual fatigue.

The best thing about the holidays is being healthy to enjoy them. So have fun, enjoy time with friends and family and stay heart smart.

Vet Rap by Dr. Ryan Cate

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Question:

Dear Dr. Cte:

We have a shelter pet we've recently adopted. How can we keep him safe through the upcoming holiday season and what should we watch out for?

Answer:

The holidays are a great time to spend with friends and family, and congratulations on your new addition. But, it's also a time when your dog or cat can end up in the vet's office, which no one has time for during this hectic time.

Here are a few things to watch out for during the upcoming seasons.

Christmas trees are hazardous in several different ways for our pets. Make sure they are secured and weighed down so they can't be knocked over easily. Also, make sure that ornaments are hung high enough so as not to tempt your

furry friends. They can end up with an intestinal blockage, as most ornaments aren't edible.

If you have a live tree, be careful of them [your pets] drinking the water at the base. It can have preservatives, chemicals and bacteria in it that can make your pet ill.

Electric cords are another danger around the house during the holidays. Make sure they are taped down or tied back so they won't tempt your pet to chew on them, get tangled up in them, or trip on them.

Think through what you have out on your tabletops or on the floor. Some decorations might look or smell like food to your pet — especially potpourri or other scented items that smell like food might be too tempting for them to resist.

While it's a great time for holiday foods, many of those are toxic to animals. Nuts, alcohol, raisins, chocolate and coffee can be poisonous to our pets. Also don't pass along bones to your dog from holiday meats like ham or turkey. They can splinter in your dog's stomach or intestines. Those same foods with a large fat content

can even lead to pancreatitis or other gastrointestinal upset. Ask your vet if a small bite of turkey is okay for a special treat.

Flames are a concern during this season, especially around our pets. Candles can be upset and cause fires in your home at any time of year, but especially during the holidays when you have a house full of guests who might make your animals nervous or high strung.

Holiday plants can also be a concern. Keep dogs and cats away from poinsettias, mistletoe and lilies, because they can cause stomach upset and irritation if eaten.

Lastly, although this isn't a holiday item, keep your pets safe from antifreeze. It's highly toxic to all pets.

If you are careful with these few items, you can enjoy the festive season with your new family member and not have to take time out for an emergency trip to the vet.

This Financial Planner Looks to a Higher Source for Money Management Principals

Don Hubbard never thought that he would end up on a career as a financial advisor. The former Tarrant County Sheriff's Deputy and Weatherford Police officer fell into the business after pulling over a wealth management advisor in the area.

Hubbard is also involved in an organization called Kingdom Advisors. This group of advisors helps create a financial plan that integrates Biblical financial principles with their practices.

"There are some Biblical financial principles that apply to everybody. Those money management principles have a basis in scripture. They are that God owns it all, spend less than you earn, give generously, avoid debt, save for emergencies, and set long-term goals."

When Hubbard is not working on your financial goals, he is spending time with his family, including his wife of 30 years. He is involved in his church, Northside Baptist, and has been a deacon there for over 20 years.

He also teaches Sunday school and leads a Bible study group. Hubbard sits on the advisory board of Grace House Ministries. t

Sikhs Business Success and Finds It

Apes Liquor: Secret Mix for Success? Respect and Customer Service
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Nowadays he often wears a cowboy hat instead of a turban, but 75-year-old Upinder Singh is still a Sikh who has been visiting Parker County for business reasons for 4-5 years. "But I'm here permanently since last year," he said. "Here" is Apes Liquor on the west end of Weatherford.

One of his sons, Harpinder, owns the business, which Singh called a family affair.


Singh grew up in British India, during the British Raj. India gained its independence from Britain in 1947. When the British quit India, his family moved to New Delhi. His father had served the British government as an engineer, a profession Singh certified in as well.

"In 1965, I came to the States for higher studies," Singh explained. He attended Oregon State University where he studied mechanical and nuclear engineering. He had already studied civil engineering in India.

He said he has a master's degree in nuclear engineering.

"I worked all over the country for nuclear power plants as an engineer, and finally I joined the Marine Corps as an officer," said Singh.  

After retiring from the Corps,

Singh bought properties as investments, one of them, in 2007, the Apes Liquor building and business at 1228 Ranger Highway. He leased the property to two different liquor franchises, one of which went bankrupt.

"The community needed a store here to serve their needs," Singh said, "so I decided to open it myself. It's not rocket science."  

Singh came to the US at age 24, became a citizen in 1968, and feels right at home, especially in Texas. "I love this place," he said. "The people are very nice and friendly."

His business plan is simple: treat people right. He does this by keeping his store cleaner than most liquor stores you might go into, and by helping each customer who walks in his front door. It's that detailed customer service that keeps people coming back time and time again.

"I just say, 'Write me a check.' There is nothing I can't do."

Lundy's house was built in the 1800s and it was never platted. But, eventually, they ended up finding the original records of the home. The last owner had a picture of the home in the 1940s where it was. It was bricked in the 1970s.

Hayley, whose mother was a builder, got into the construction business doing ceiling re-vamping from new looks to an Old World look.

"My mother was the first builder in the Candlewood neighborhood of Southwest Fort Worth in the early 1970s," Hayley said. "Almost no women were in the business back then. I learned a lot from her."

Hayley loves her work so much that it's also her hobby.

"I recently took an old Airstream trailer and redid the outside then had the custom couch made," Hayley said. "It looks like brand new. The kitchen of the trailer was a total wreck. It was a disaster. I am very passionate about what I do."

"With Jennifer's house, we started with the master bath because the subfloor collapsed," Hayley said. "It was totally gutted and we changed the master closet that faced into the bedroom and enlarged it to open into the bathroom and used a barn door concept with an antique pocket door. A jetted shower was added; antique buffet converted to a vanity; water closet repositioned for privacy with glass tiles; and a hexagon tile floor was laid."

Walls that were very heavily plastered she smoothed for a softer surface look. Crown moldings that had previously been removed were added. The house had been renovated in the 1920s and in the 1970s. Wallpaper from the 1920s was discovered covering the shiplap. The second bathroom restoration included hexagon tile on the floor and adding a claw-foot bathtub.

The living and dining room still contained the 1970s chandelier. That was removed and replaced by an oversized French-style light fixture. The entry to the house had a closet directly across from the door and the door was removed to add visual interest with an 18th century French cupboard.

"The kitchen was the biggest restoration as we wanted a great 21st Century kitchen," Lundy said. "We moved the existing island for more space and added all Viking appliances, quartz countertops, a farmhouse sink and all new kitchen cabinets. We widened the space between the kitchen and dining room and added painted hardwood floors to the kitchen and den. In the den we added a rock mantle to the fireplace and French doors to the yard exit."

They added a new utility room and a powder room featuring a vintage Sherle Wagner marble sink with cherub handles.

The room that was the original entry to the house is used as a bedroom and little was done to it except to enlarge the closet and add a barn wood sliding door. It has the original large baseboards and wood walls.

To enhance the French farmhouse style, custom-made wood barn-style shutters were added to all windows. Also, to give the large 6 foot X 6 foot windows height and that French farmhouse-style, cornices were added. A paneled antique front door replaced the 1970s glass door.

The exterior of the house was extensively enhanced. The brick was painted white; dentil molding was added to the gable over the porch; square porch posts were replaced by round; and French-style black wrought-iron railing was added. Also, fencing was added to compliment the exterior of the house, along with landscaping.

The small original garage was gutted and is used for storage and as a "she shed."

Rock patios were added with wrought-iron columns in the backyard.

"My kitchen and fireplace are my favorite parts about the house," Lundy said. "That and the fact that there's not another one like it in the world."
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Rivers of Raptors

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It’s autumn, and one of the natural wonders of the world is underway again: the birds are migrating. All across the United States and Canada, surging forward like water released from a dam, birds are flowing south along mountain ridges, coastlines and riverbanks.

Of all the billions of birds that fly south each year, the ones that capture our attention the most intensely are the raptors. Perhaps it’s our desire to identify with their grace, speed, strength and apparent freedom that creates a sense of awe in us. Or perhaps it’s just that they are the most visible, and therefore catch our eye. But whatever the reason, man has revered raptors for all of recorded history, and migration creates a major part of our interaction with them.

Because diurnal raptors use air currents to help them cover long distances with a relatively small investment of energy, they tend to travel where differences in surface features create thermals, wind currents and updrafts. As a consequence, long mountain ridges, wide river bends and continental coastlines become “skyways” along which hawks, eagles, falcons and vultures travel on their way south. This causes most of the traffic to converge into five major “skyways”: the Pacific Coast, the Rockies, the Mississippi River, the Appalachian Mountains and the Atlantic Coast. Other pathways feed into these routes.

Because they migrate during the day, unlike most other bird families, we can witness the spectacle of raptor migration. Hundreds, even thousands, of individual birds pass through the major flyways on any given day from September through November. Natural bottlenecks concentrate large numbers of birds in specific, reliable spots (such as Cape May Point, NJ or the Marin Headlands, north of San Francisco in California) where people gather to watch.

The largest passage occurs each fall in the state of Veracruz, in Mexico, where literally millions of raptors travel down the narrow plain between the Gulf of Mexico and the coastal mountains. These “bottlenecks” are created by geography. The fact is that most birds are reluctant to fly over large expanses of water if they have a choice, and they will often spend a little time dithering about their options. In Cape May, where New Jersey runs into the Delaware Bay, great kettles of hawks and vultures bubble in the sky, testing the thermals, as the birds “debate” whether to go ahead or to go back up the coast where the narrower span of the Delaware River offers an easier crossing.

The differences in migratory patterns, habitats and

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destinations are tributes to the birds’ wills to survive.

For instance, Swainson’s Hawks travel from their breeding grounds in the Great Plains and Canada to the Argentine Pampas, in South America-a distance of up to 7,000 miles. The seasonal availability of their insect prey in both locations may account for their willingness to travel such a great distance. American Kestrels, on the other hand, do not attempt the same kind of journey, even though they also prey on large insects that are seasonal. Instead, some Kestrels make smaller adjustments to their territories (moving from Canada and the northern U.S into the U.S. mainland) and change their diets, relying more on mammals, small birds, lizards and crayfish during the winter months.

In some species, such as Cooper’s Hawk and Sharp-shinned Hawks, the young birds tend to migrate before the adults. In other species, such as the Ospreys and Golden Eagles, the opposite is true. There may also be differences in migration schedule based on sex: Female accipiters (Cooper’s Hawks and Sharp-shinned Hawks),

female Northern Harriers and female Merlins apparently migrate ahead of the males. These and other patterns are doubtless survival strategies, though the exact purposes can only be hypothesized.

In our area the Cooper Hawk,

Red Shouldered Hawk, Red-tailed Hawk, and Kestrels remain year round. This is also true for the Barn Owl, Barred Owl, Great Horned Owl and the Screech Owl. In the summer you have the opportunity to see the Mississippi Kite and the Common Nighthawk, while in the winter the Sharp-shinned Hawk, Northern Harrier and the majestic Bald Eagle migrate into our area.

Regardless of the timing, the spectacle of fall migration is one of the highlights of the natural year. As we watch the rivers of raptors flowing south, we are reminded once again of the glory and wonder of the natural world around us.

Exercise Intolerance: Part 1

The Upper Airway

The respiratory system is second only to the musculoskeletal system as a cause of lost training in racehorses. Multiple body systems may be responsible for exercise intolerance. Many horses have more than one body system affected, making determination of the relative contribution of each system difficult. Upper respiratory sources of exercise intolerance are common in all breeds of horses.

The frequency of specific conditions, the degree to which each condition limits performance, and the method of treatment and corresponding success vary with the breed, age, and intended use of the horse. As a general rule, horses engaged in racing have the highest requirements for airflow and show exercise intolerance with lesions that may be inapparent during examinations performed at rest. Horses engaged in less strenuous activities require more airway obstruction before performance limitation is apparent. These lesions are usually apparent at rest.

The upper airway accounts for the majority or total respiratory resistance during exercise. Resistance to airflow is inversely proportional to the radius of the airway to the fourth power. Therefore, small reductions in airway size lead to large increases in airway resistance. Increases in airway resistance require increased respiratory work to generate the same airflow.

Airway obstruction leads to the generation of airway noise as a result of tissue vibration and turbulent airflow. Obstructions of the upper airway are accompanied by noise in all horses, although not all horses with airway noise have exercise intolerance. The presence of airway noise increases the likelihood that airway obstruction is responsible for the exercise intolerance compared to horses that show poor performance without respiratory noise. For many causes of upper airway obstruction, the noise is characteristic. Trainers and owners are valuable sources for information and careful questioning can lead to a strong suspicion for a certain condition before examining the horse.

Endoscopy using a flexible fiber endoscope or videoendoscope is essential for diagnosis. This allows the veterinarian to determine the location of the problem and the severity of the inciting cause.

Treadmill examination can be helpful in some instances. Treadmill exercise evaluations allow for simultaneous evaluation of the musculoskeletal, cardiac, and respiratory systems. Videoendoscopy allows for direct visualization of the airway during exercise. Treadmill examination offers the additional advantage of providing objective measurements of fitness levels to differentiate poor conditioning as a cause of exercise intolerance. Exercising under tack or harness to simulate conditions under which the owner or trainer reports the noise to occur can be helpful as well. Numerous examples exist of intermittent airway obstructions that occur only during exercise and that are demonstrable only during videoendoscopy on a treadmill. These cases are few in proportion to all the horses examined for airway obstruction. The majority of upper airway obstructions can be diagnosed using history, signalment, endoscopy, and other techniques available to your veterinarian. Treadmill evaluation is indicated for those horses showing airflow limitation or airway noise that cannot be identified by endoscopy at rest or after exercise.

Endoscopic examination should be performed in the unsedated horse in a systematic manner such that the entire upper airway is examined. Examination should not stop at confirmation of the suspected lesion because some horses have more than one problem. The examiner should ascertain whether the lesion in question is compatible with the history and the signs that the horse is exhibiting.

Some conditions are not apparent at rest. Exercising the horse under tack or harness under the conditions in which the owner or trainer reports the problem is helpful. Endoscopic examination is then performed at the conclusion of exercise. Racehorses may be examined on the track during training by waiting near the finish line to hear any noise generated and to perform an endoscopic exam at the termination of work.

The following list is not all inclusive; rather, it covers the most common upper respiratory causes of exercise intolerance in performance horses in descending order of frequency. Differences in clinical presentation and response to therapy in horses engaging in different activities can create some overlap in diagnostic perception.

□    Laryngeal Hemiplegia

□    Dorsal Displacement of the Soft Palate

□    Epiglottic Entrapment

□    Epiglottic Hypoplasia

□    Arytenoid Chondritis

□    Ethmoid Hematomas

□    Pharyngeal Cysts

□    Hyperkalemic Periodic Paralysis

□    Maxillary Sinus Cysts

□    Guttural Pouch Empyema and Retropharyngeal Abscesses

□    Alar Fold Obstruction

□    Nasal Collapse

The respiratory system is a frequent cause of exercise intolerance in performance horses. Labored breathing, fatigue during performance and prolonged recovery after exercise are common complaints. Inadequate fitness level and diseases of the cardiovascular system are differential diagnoses that share these complaints and should be investigated. Generation of increased airway noise is a clinical sign that implicates the upper respiratory system. A careful history from the owner, trainer, and endoscopy of the upper airway are the most useful tools. Endoscopy during exercise on a treadmill is indicated when the airway lesion is not apparent with endoscopy at rest. Treatment of the respiratory obstruction may differ with the level of performance required.
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(a nice change from observing the antics of the single guys that live a few houses down from us). The Penn Family's Story

John Anderson Penn grew up in Illinois but became caught up in the fervor of the "Goldrush," went to California in 1849, and struck gold.

In 1854, he moved his family to the piece of land that is now known as Cedar Hill, leaving behind his home in Illinois to settle in Texas.

Like so many farm families of that era, the Penns grew wheat, corn, oats and barley. John also managed herds of horses, sheep and cattle with his sons.

In the late 1850s, John Anderson Penn's son John Wesley Penn became sole owner of 1,100 acres, known as Penn Farm. In 1859, John Wesley married Lucinda Moore and they built a frame house.

A tool called an "adz" was used to shape the logs of this barn and the jack barn. Most of their money was made by raising and selling cattle. During the Civil War, John and two of his brothers joined the Confederate Army. John's brother William died in the war.

Their father, John Anderson Penn, returned to Illinois. By 1876, John Wesley and Lucinda had five children. They built a new house to accommodate their growing family. The children attended classes from kindergarten to eighth grade. They had school all year-round, with breaks for harvesting and planting.

The farm was prosperous, but still, the Penns were frugal. When they bought a new piece of farm equipment they would keep the old one for parts.

In 1888, John Wesley Penn died from a rattlesnake bite. Lucinda and her nine children continued to farm the land. Son Andrew "Andy" Penn managed the main farm operation, and another son, Sidney J. Penn, and his family, farmed the lower acreage. Although Andy didn't

Lean On Me

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For every great invention, all it takes is a stroke of genius, mixed with some

tenacity and the sheer will to create something that will change lives.
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Don Newton's stroke of genius came after 17 years of working as a physical therapist. The Hardin-Simmons alumnus, who received his doctorate in physical therapy at the acclaimed university, has always seen the need to help seniors with fall prevention.

"Each home health company I've worked for has implemented a fall prevention program, and one of the things we do is a detailed assessment of the vestibular function, hand and eye coordination, stuff like that," explained Newton. "Some of those people that I worked with, it didn't matter what I did with them, they continued to fall."

Newton realized that part of the problem was that they were either not using their assistance device, or they weren't using their reacher. He explained that people with problems with their vestibular function, more commonly known as inner ear, have issues stopping their bodies when they lean. When people who have the disorder lean forward, they have a tendency to keep going forward. If they are leaning backwards, they have a tendency to fall backwards. Newton had the idea to make a cane that would stand alone so that no one would have to lean to pick it up. Adding a reacher to the cane is

where the genius steps in.

"They were using reachers, so I thought if we can incorporate the reacher into the cane, they will always have it with them at all times. I would ask my patients, 'Where is your reacher?' and they wouldn't know where it was at. I would ask where their cane was and it would be lying on the floor. We needed to design something that is a reacher incorporated into a freestanding cane so it's always upright."

Newton had been thinking about the cane for several months and was already trying to work out a design when he met his partner, Gary Overcash.

Overcash was a patient of Newton's and was battling his own health problems. A self-proclaimed "jack of all trades," Overcash had done design work and had owned his own business earlier in his life.

"I was a designer for 10-12 years and went into sales, becoming very successful," said Overcash. "I started my own company, which was built around me. I did all the design work there. I'm also an artist and inventor. When my company burned down, we didn't have the money to repurchase our equipment so I had to rebuild it myself. I also built a couple other pieces of equipment that were not on the market."

Newton felt stirred to share his business idea with Overcash because of his experiences in design, and the trust he had in him.

"I trusted the guy, and the following week he had built me a wooden prototype. I knew that this guy gets it," said Newton.

"When Don told me his idea, I immediately saw a man who thought outside the box. I was impressed immediately. The original cane was where the free standing feet was a grasper. We started working on it and developing it. It took a year to come up with the final prototype," said Overcash.

Both men knew that the cane was not only needed, but was unique and there is a market for it. In that moment in 2016, Cornerstone Diversified Industries was created. Newton explained that people who really need a cane, need a cane that will stand upright so that the user won't have to reach to pick it up. This particular cane will stand on carpet and a sloped driveway.

Like any small company, growth is often slow and painful. With any sales plan, you start at the bottom, having to pay your way to be closer to the top. The company got one step closer to the top when retail giant Amazon picked up the product in September of 2017 after a lengthy process of proving their standards.

"Some people that you show it to think it's kind of neat. Put it in front of the people who need it, even ones with back problems, they're like, 'Wow, this is a game-changer for me,'" said Newton.

Even though they would love to retire as multi-

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millionaires, a bigger goal is to get the company up and running where they will be able to produce the cane here in Parker County, maybe even passing it down to future generations to run. One way of doing that is to come up with other products to hit all price points in the market. It's something that both men have thought about and are preparing to make it a reality in the upcoming months.

"We would like to expand into other healthcare-related products and offer other models of this cane, some without a grabber, so that we can streamline it and it be cheaper to hit all price points in the market. We included in our patent the ability to incorporate an active tracker like a Fit Bit. Your typical pedometer does not work well on an elderly person who moves slowly. When you put the pedometer on a cane, it measures their gate speed a lot more accurately. We want to tap into a market that they are not selling to."

The cane is an all-American product, meaning it's made here and fabricated here, unlike many other products. The Super Cane is $64.95, plus shipping. The men currently put the cane together in either Newton's garage or Overcash's shop. When sales start to pick up, they plan on getting a space big enough to produce an assembly line to make production run more efficiently.

In a county where small-town values marry big business, it is no surprise that there are a host of successful entrepreneurs counted within the population. Cornerstone Diversified Industries stepped up to join those ranks by creating a product that many didn't even know they needed; but very soon they won't know how they ever lived without it. Their vision is to build up this business in Parker County and keep it in Parker County. In Overcash's own words, "We want a company here where everyone can work here, make a good, decent living and like working for us." A

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farm on a large scale for himself, he rented the land to several families to farm. The Hoffards were one of those families who lived at the Penn Farm. Andy married Dee Etta Hoffard in 1927.

Like so many family agricultural businesses of that time, the Penn's farm went through some financial setbacks because of the Great Depression and again during World War II.

Andy, at 65 years old, was reducing the number of his cattle and cultivating less land. He died in 1964, and soon after Dee Etta began selling some of the land that comprised Penn Farm. She continued to live on the farm until 1970. Five years later the land and the buildings were sold to the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers. Texas Parks and Wildlife Department received the land in 1990 and the park opened in 1991.

have connected smoke detectors, flood detectors and security systems in place. There is also the energy savings that comes from devices that can turn themselves off, or to a low power mode when they are not in use. Plus, a smart home could save lives. Stormi Branch, who started competing early, won third place in her class at the Parker County Livestock Show. She sold her steer, receiving a nice check for $2,254 from the Peaster FFA. The money is being put towards a family barn that hopefully will house other award-winning animals in the future. She already has her steer for this year's shows; he is a shorthorn named "Rufus," and she's planning on showing him at the Fort Worth Stock Show and Rodeo in January.

She began showing animals because of her cousin's showing success.

"I really wanted to follow in my cousin's footsteps. She did really well and always gets first or second. She's been showing since she was 8 and now she's 15," Stormi said.

Her cousin has also helped her with some advice. "She's told me to always smile, and if my steer isn't

acting right to just calm him down. I just try to keep calm so I don't start worrying him.

I talk to him and tell him it's going to be ok," she said.

Stormi is in the fifth grade at Brock Junior High where PE, math and science are her favorite subjects.

She also began competing in rodeos in Region 3. Her first challenge was in Graham where she participated in the poles and the barrel racing.

"This is my first year competing," Stormi said. "I love everything about it." T
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Although Briley Harvey is only 10, she's entering her second year of showing steers. She comes from a showing family as she is following her older sister and her mother, who showed cattle when she was in school. She had a very successful first year, winning the Junior Steer Showmanship award at the Parker County show this year and receiving her first belt buckle with her black steer named "Tiko." Tiko also helped Briley win another buckle at the Brock show.

"She really likes her steers and her big [hair] bows," said mother Sandy. "She jumps at going to a stock show whenever she has the chance." Her next competitions are in Fort Worth in January of 2018, and she will continue showing her new animal Scooter at the San Antonio Stock Show.

Briley works hard with her steers. "She's learning tons of responsibility. She's out at 7:15 feeding. We halter break them, she has to clean up after them. She sure does like her buckle and she says it's all worth it in the end," said Sandy.

She made prize money during her first year showing, and her parents are helping Briley and her sister save for their next stock purchases, saving their prize money either for buying an animal or buying feed for the animal. According to Sandy, the cost of raising a show steer on a modest budget costs between $6,000 and $7,000 for the animal, vet bills and its feed. To help them learn the value of their prize money, the girls' parents will have them help purchase an animal or pay for its feed from their winnings. After that, any money left over will go into a college fund.

When Briley attends the shows she's not just enjoying the atmosphere, she's paying attention to the other kids and their animals. "I like seeing all of the different classes and trying to guess which ones will make the sale, and I watch them so I can get better," she said. But for Briley, the show is how you win the buckles, so she said, "I like to show off all the things that I worked on all year."

Key to cooking with pumpkins

Autumn is ripe with vibrant colors and scenery. One of the more vivid sights this time of year are the bright, orange pumpkins that adorn walkways and front porches of homes and businesses. Not only are pumpkins ideal for decorating, but they’re also great to eat.

Some people who plan to carve jack-o-lanterns mistakenly believe the same type of pumpkin can be used in their favorite recipes. But what carving pumpkins have in visual flair, they usually lack in flavor and substance. Instead, would-be pumpkin cookers should look to other varieties if they plan to serve pumpkin on the menu.

Pumpkins are available from September through December, but they peak in October. Many smaller pumpkins are better and sweeter for cooking. Mini pumpkins, sugar, cheese, and pie pumpkins are varieties commonly used in recipes. The big jack-o-lantern pumpkins have stringy, watery flesh and will provide little to no pulp for cooking.

Select a pumpkin as you would any other type of squash. Look for a firm pumpkin with no bruises or soft spots. The pumpkin also should have a deep orange color. Store pumpkins in a cool, dark area until ready for use to prolong freshness. Wash the exterior of the pumpkin in cool water before cutting to remove any dirt and bacteria on the surface of the pumpkin so it won’t be transferred to the pulp of the pumpkin.

Slice the pumpkin in half and remove the seeds

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and any stringy material. Rinse and save the seeds for planting or roasting. Put the pumpkin pieces in the microwave to cook or you can steam or bake them until the pulp is soft and the pumpkin falls off of the skin. Cool the pumpkins, then puree the pulp until it’s smooth. You may want to strain the pureed pumpkin with a cheese cloth to remove any excess water before using in a pie recipe. Baked breads may benefit from the extra moisture.

Pumpkins are a great source of dietary fiber, vitamin A, vitamin C, riboflavin, potassium, copper, manganese, vitamin E, thiamin, niacin, vitamin B6, folate, iron, calcium, magnesium, and phosphorus. They’re also low in fat and calories. Pumpkin puree can replace the oil in some baking recipes, much as you would use applesauce.

It's always interesting to see what restaurant features impress us. For me, as we approached the door of Tokyo Seafood & Steakhouse in Weatherford, it's the sign posted in the window noting, "No MSG Added," which indicates fresh food with no preservatives. That's always a good start.

We entered the glass doors, stepped onto carpeted floors and saw a multitude of lovely Japanese watercolor paintings scattered around the restaurant. The space has a variety of seating options including a sushi bar, 10 hiba-chi seating areas (dinner and a show — Benihana style) and several tables for a quiet meal.

I was impressed by the atmosphere, seating options and the overall cleanliness of the restaurant. The staff was welcoming and well-trained to provide for our every need. We were led to our choice of a table for two, provided a full menu and we placed our drink order.

Once at the table, the first thing I noticed was chopsticks instead of a fork, knife and spoon, and then I realized what type of restaurant I was in. Looking over the many types of dishes available, we started with the Weatherford roll — soft shell crab, shrimp tempura, crunchy snow crab, avocado, massago, seaweed and chef's sauce. Being Weatherford Foodie, I felt honor-bound to try it and I'm glad I did. I am not big on sushi, but it was wonderful and very tasty.

The combination of flavors worked very well together, the portion size was enough to share but not to fill you up, and each slice was the perfect size for one bite.

When the server brought out the Weatherford roll, he took our entree order. I ordered the New York Steak and Shrimp and my companion had the New York Steak and Scallops, both dishes cooked medium rare. Each was served with a cup of the soup of the day (onion), house salad, vegetables and steamed rice. When the entrees came out the first thing I checked was how the steak was cooked, which was very easy because it was already sliced and it was cooked perfectly to order.

Next I tasted the shrimp and the scallops, since they are so difficult to cook correctly, and they were also perfect.

When our entrees came I was very happy to see they came with a fork. I exhaled dramatically, picked up the fork and began to eat my meal. My companion shamed me by eating her entire meal with chopsticks, even rice;

I was impressed and chagrined. Every portion was well-cooked, tasty and plentiful, leading to an enjoyable meal experience.

For two steak entrees, hot tea and a Weatherford roll, total with tax and tip was $69.

This was my first visit, but it will not be my last, as I am adding Tokyo Steakhouse to my dining-out rotation.

Does your child have the same right to remain silent?

How many times have we heard, or as we get older, say ... the world is a different place now? Fights in school were resolved by a coach or a vice-principal with maybe some licks, and the kids were sent back to class. Teenagers caught with alcohol watched the officer pour it out and were sent on their way. Such is not the case now. Both of these situations could very well end up with police involvement and possible criminal charges.

When it comes to your child, every parent wants to feel they are in control and that they can help protect their child in every way, right?

If your child is facing potential criminal charges, most parents expect that they will be contacted prior to their child being interviewed by the school official or the police, but this is simply not the case. The school official and/or the police can interview your child without you, the parent, being present or even aware. If the child is questioned, when not deemed to be in custody, no warnings (i.e., the right to remain silent, the right to have an attorney and/or their parents present) are required to be given to the child. This is even more problematic when interviews are conducted by school officials (teachers, principals or counselors). This setting invokes a trust that the child is safe to speak, but as in any case, adult or juvenile, anything said in this interview can be used against the child in the prosecution of a crime. Only when a child is placed into custody, is the interviewer, in that instance, normally, the police, are required to instruct your child of his or her Miranda Rights (i.e., the right to remain silent, the right to an attorney.) Unless, caught in the act of a crime, generally, the initial questioning of a suspect, juvenile or adult, does not occur in custody or after being placed under arrest, but rather in an investigative stage, and in a juvenile's case, that very well may occur in school or when the parent is not present.

Texas law regarding the questioning of juveniles closely follows the rules for adults. Yes, your child has the right to remain silent and to request the presence of his parent (see below for warning on this) and an attorney, and failure to invoke these rights, even by a juvenile, can be considered waiver of such rights. So, the question becomes, does your child know and understand this? And, more importantly, is your client strong enough to make the request? In any situation which could involve a crime (i.e., assaultive behavior, drugs, alcohol, sexting, bullying, to name a few), your child should know and understand, it is fully within their rights, and more importantly, it is okay, to politely inform anyone questioning them, whether a school official, police officer or other, that they wish to speak to their parent and their attorney before answering any questions. Being that you do not know the nature of the interview and/or whether your child is being questioned as a fact witness or as a potential suspect, it is imperative that your child know that they must not speak until they speak to their parent and their attorney. They must be strong enough to make the request and refuse to answer any questions, no matter what is said to them after that point. They are not admitting to anything. They are not making things worse for themselves by invoking these rights. They are simply protecting themselves until they can speak to their parents and attorney, and determine how to proceed.

Furthermore, once the child is alone with the parents, depending on the severity of the crime that may be involved or alleged, especially if it involves a potential felony crime, it is important that the child not speak, in detail, to even the parents. There is no child/parent privilege in Texas law either. So, to not to create parents as witnesses against their own child, a detailed discussion, initially, should be had with the attorney and the child to be most safe. Obviously, as a parent, you may be able to decipher the severity of a situation and determine if an attorney is needed immediately through your conversations with the police and/ or school official, before speaking directly to your child. If you question the situation, or the severity, it is wise to consult an attorney prior to a discussion with your child.

I caution people on going the cheapest route. You want someone to take care of your money and your interests. As for some mutual funds and annuities, they are great for college funds and retirements - your broker's college fund and his retirement, not yours. Funds and annuities can charge high commissions that may not be in your best interest - it goes back to working with someone you can trust as paramount to your success. (*?
